Ordinary Business

At the outset, the meeting condoled the death of Paulo Pizzaro in January 2011, who was past President of IFTDO twice.
l.
Welcome: President Irenusz Tomczak welcomed the assembled IFTDO members and observers and called the Annual General Meeting to order. He asked Uddesh Kohli, Secretary General to read the legal notice of the meeting.  Uddesh Kohli read the Notice and announced that the Agenda had been distributed to all IFTDO members prior to the meeting; copies had also been circulated at the meeting.  He also confirmed that requisite quorum for the meeting was present.

2.    Adoption of the Minutes of the last AGM: President asked Council Members to refer to the Minutes of the Annual General Meeting held on April 21, 2010 at London, previously sent to all members and additional copies circulated at the meeting.  He asked for any amendments or corrections and, hearing none, called for the adoption of the Minutes. On motion by Carol Panza Durra, seconded by Bob Morton, and Council approval, he signed a copy of the Minutes as the official record of the proceedings.

3.    Annual Report and Accounts 2010, Budget 2012: Hony. Treasurer Ray Bonar presented the Report on the Federation's finances during 2010 as contained in the Annual Report 2010, which had been circulated to the members at the meeting.  He observed that there was a surplus of $50,720 in 2010 as against $27,889 in 2009. The financial position was sound and IFTDO had reserves of over $300,000. He advised that the accounts have been audited and also reviewed in accordance with the AGM requirements. He presented the 2012 budget.  He observed that the income may get further increased through sponsorships and higher membership. Ray thanked CIPD who had been maintaining IFTDO’s accounts for a very long time. In view of their internal restructuring, CIPD will not be able to continue this support beyond June 2011, after which alternative arrangements would be made. On motion by Bob Morton, seconded by Ebrahim Al’Dossary, the Annual Report and Accounts 2010 and the 2012 Budget (Annexure 1 of these minutes) were adopted unanimously. 
3. Elections: President then asked the Secretary General to conduct the election of officers. It was noted that three offices about to be filled, namely President, President-Elect, and Past-President, take effect from the close of the 2011 Conference and continue to hold the position until the conclusion of 2012 Conference. The other offices to be filled are of Chair-Elect for 1 year, Hony. Treasurer for 2 years and 5 Members-at-Large for 2 year term and 1 for one year, all starting from January 1, 2012.  

(a)   President:  For the office of President, the Secretary General informed that it was the practice for the President-Elect to advance in office, the candidate having served as a member of the Executive Board during the preceding year. In the present instance, Ebrahim Al’Dossary from Bahrain was the President Elect as 2012 Conference was to be held in Bahrain. However, due to disturbed conditions there, and after discussion between BSTD and CADEF, the 2012 Conference had been shifted to Kuwait.  CADEF, the host organization had nominated Prof Jamal Al Duaij for the position of President. His name was proposed by Ebrahim Al Dossary and seconded by Helmi Sallam; it was unanimously approved by the Council, and he was thereon appointed President by acclamation. Prof Jamal Al Duaij thanked the Council and informed them about the preparatory work done for the 2012 Conference to be held in Kuwait city on April 15-18, 2012. The theme would be ‘Sustaining the Workforce in a Competitive Environment’. He sought the full involvement and help of IFTDO members in promoting the conference and ensuring a large delegation from each country.
(b)   President-Elect: The Secretary General informed that the name of Mr. B Prasada Rao, Chairman and Managing Director, Bharat Heavy Electricals, India had been proposed by ISTD, the host organization for 2013 Conference in New Delhi, as their candidate for IFTDO President-Elect, and he was prepared to assume the office. His name was duly proposed by Bob Morton, seconded by Ray Bonar, unanimously approved by the Council, and he was appointed by acclamation. Mr. Rao thanked the Council, invited members to the Conference in 2013 in New Delhi. He referred to the demographic divide between developing and developed countries which required a large effort on skill development which will get a focus during the 2013 Conference.
(c)    Past-President: The Secretary General informed that President Irenusz Tomczak would move to the position of Past-President and as a member of the Executive Board after the close of the 40th IFTDO World Conference and will hold office till the conclusion of 41st Conference. 

(d)
Chair-Elect: The Secretary General informed that the Executive Board had nominated Carol Panza for the office of Chair. After her name was proposed by Ray Bonar and seconded by Bob Morton and there being no other candidate, President asked the Council to confirm the appointment and Carol Panza was appointed Chair-Elect by acclamation. 
(e)    Honorary Treasurer: Secretary General informed that the Executive Board had nominated Ray Bonar for the office of Honorary Treasurer. After his name was proposed by Abdel Bari Durra and seconded by Bob Morton and there being no other candidate, President asked the Council to confirm the appointment and Ray Bonar was appointed Honorary Treasurer by acclamation.

(e)       Members-at-Large: Secretary General informed that nominations of following persons had been received for election as Member-at-Large of the Executive Board:

The President invited Council Members to make more nominations, if they so wished.  There being no other nominations, the President declared all the five candidates elected unopposed as Member-at-Large of the Executive Board for 2-year term.
Special Business

6.  President then invited the Chairs of the Board and various Committees to give brief reports to the Council:

(a) Chair of the Board: Bob Morton complimented the President, the OMF and the entire team for the excellent 40th IFTDO World Conference and Exhibition at Warsaw, Poland. He said that the delegates had thoroughly enjoyed the celebrations the previous evening. He also thanked them for printing the 40th Anniversary book of IFTDO and distributing it at the Conference. While giving highlights of the performance in 2010, he thanked the previous Chair, Ray Bonar and the Secretary General. Bob stated that the Board had approved some changes in the Committees. A new Committee on Developing Countries, chaired by Tayo Rotimi, had been set up which replaced the earlier Research and Projects Committee. Another new Committee was the Resources Committee, chaired by Ebrahim who had tremendous record of raising resources. He thanked the members for their continued support.
(b) Conference Coordination Committee: Chair, Helmi Sallam, informed the Council regarding the cancellation of 39th Conference at London in April 2010 in view of the flight disruption due to volcanic eruption.  The 40th Conference in Warsaw was very well organised with eminent and well-known speakers selected for the keynote and concurrent sessions. He thanked the organisers for excellent arrangements. The 41st IFTDO World Conference would now be organized by CADEF in Kuwait, instead of Bahrain, on April 15-18, 2012, for which 1st Announcement Brochure had been distributed. The 42nd Conference would be held on April 22-25, 2013 at New Delhi, India. Proposal for 43rd Conference in 2014 had been received from South Korea and a decision would be taken soon. He requested Full members to give proposals for hosting IFTDO World Conferences in future. 

(c) Research and Projects Committee: Chair, Marie Dayton informed the Council regarding the 3 projects undertaken last year, namely, 40th Anniversary Book which had been printed and distributed at Warsaw, a Workshop at the DPI/UN Conference at Melbourne, Australia on August 30, 2010, and initial work relating to certification of training organizations under ISO 29990 which the Board has now decided not to continue.
(d) Membership Committee: Chair, Carol Panza said the two objectives of the Committee were to retain & support existing members and to attract new members. Even though the IFTDO Conference in London on April 20, 2010 was cancelled, IFTDO booth was put up with help from CIPD at their HRD Conference on April 21-22, 2010 to promote IFTDO. She said that the web site now gives one page free of cost to each member to post their data and it was being further restructured to make it interactive. She said that research will be taken up to interact with the existing and potential members to get views on what service and benefits should be provided by IFTDO. 
(e) Awards Committee: Ray informed the AGM about IFTDO Global HRD Awards, for 2011 which 23 entries were received, 9 were shortlisted and 3 won the category awards (of these one got Overall Award), remaining 6 were given Certificates of Merit. These Awards have been in existence for 3 years. The Committee is now revisiting the categories and criteria for awards and will soon come up with suggestions for future awards.
(f) Developing Countries Committee: Tayo briefly described the objectives of this newly formed committee which had its first meeting and would soon come up with Action Plan.

7.  There being no other business to conduct, President Irenusz Tomczak thanked the Council Members for giving him the opportunity of serving as their President and for participating in the Conference and the AGM. He then declared the meeting closed.
